
ABOUT THE SITE
LyondellBasell’s Chocolate Bayou Polymers Plant is co-located in the INEOS Complex. The plant was 
built in 1978 and is located 18 miles from Alvin on Chocolate Bayou. The site contains the only horizontal 
slurry loop reactors in the Americas. Site expansions include the recent installation of two regenerative 
thermal oxidizers which will reduce VOC emissions by approximately 200 tons-per-year in 2017.
